Workshop Plan







 Lesson Title:      STAR Event Evaluator Workshop   
Purpose (goal of workshop): To inform future evaluators about evaluating STAR Events and provide them with the opportunity to give the best experience possible to the competitor. In this workshop, they will learn the key parts to successfully evaluating a STAR Event.
Time (total time) – (make sure to include time for each activity): 
30-45 minutes depending on how fast of a presenter you are and if you chose to do the mock evaluation.
Materials Needed: Computer, projector, writing utensils, Wifi access, STAR Event evaluation rubrics, speakers or something that provides sound.
Anticipatory Set (spark interest?):
Introduction video that shows all of the STAR Events from Washington that competed at Nationals.
Instructional Content (activities – very detailed for other to teach-):
(Number your activities – put individual timing for each – an activity shouldn’t be longer than 5 minutes.)

1.  Intro: 5 minutes. Play the PowerPoint labeled “2019 NLC Projects” with the sound as the members are getting to the workshop and settling in. 
2. Evaluator Training PowerPoint (not including mock evaluation): 10-15 minutes. Present the PowerPoint labeled “2019 Evaluator Training” and follow with the script. This should be elaborate and take up the main portion of the workshop, make sure to ask if there are questions along the way since it is very new to some people.

3. Mock Evaluation Video (link to YouTube video provided in the PowerPoint): 10 minutes. Play video provided.
4. Discussion of Graded Rubrics: 5-10 minutes. Provide members with the discussion points listed in the presentation and give them time to get with a partner and talk about the presentation. 

5. Closing: 2 minutes. Summarize key points in script and dismiss.
